| do not know how you are doing with your Lenten promises, but | already broke mine. It is frustrating to recognize
that | am weak, that | was not able to keep the promise for 40 days. But | need to keep trying again, and again, and
again. Sometimes | wonder, why should | keep trying? Why do we have to make an effort to be good and sacrifice things
that give us some pleasure? | think we should do it out of love for the one who loved us first.

In today’s gospel, we have the famous verse of John 3:16 For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so
that everyone who believes in him might not perish but might have eternal life. Am | worthy to be forgiven after so many
times that | have failed to do God’s will? No, | am not, but God will forgive me anyway because He loves me to the point
of sending His only begotten Son to suffer and die for me. Could I, at least, try to love Him back by being faithful to the
promise made in baptism? | was adopted by God and, through my parents and godparents, | made a promise to be a
good child, to behave as a good disciple of Jesus.

Our Lenten practices of Prayer, Sacrifice, and Giving Alms are means for us for getting spiritual strength and control-
ling our bodily desires. So, even if we fail after a couple weeks or days, we should keep trying because it is worthy to
continue our effort. We still have 18 more days of Lent, plus Holy Week. | will make the effort to be in a better relation-
ship with God and with our neighbors.

This year our Holy Week celebrations would be like last year, simple celebrations, but with people, with you partici-
pating from Palm Sunday, Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Easter Vigil. You still need to register to come to church,
or you could celebrate via Facebook live.

This year, also, the Chrism Mass, the celebration when our bishop Cardinal Blase Cupich consecrates the holy oils
we use for sacraments, is going to be a very simple celebration with few people. In the past, this celebration was attend-
ed by all priests of the Archdiocese who renewed their priestly promises and representatives of all parishes of the Arch-
diocese. This year, like last year, the Chrism Mass is going to be broadcast. We will put the link on our Facebook page
and our parish webpage, so you could join from the comfort of your home.

We do not know how long it will take for us, as a parish, to get back to normal, or with less restrictions, but until we
get to that time, we will continue celebrating with social distancing, face covers, and if we need it, we will add more cele-
brations. Thank you for all your support to our parish during these difficult times. Your prayers and your financial support
are helping us to continue doing our ministry. Hopefully soon, we will start having more activities, like meetings and bin-
go, but let us continue taking care of each other and our brothers and sisters. If we can help, we should do it.

MARCH 19 - THE SOLEMNITY OF ST. JOSEPH

500,000 U.S. COVID-19 DEATHS

Those who keep such statistics have
confirmed the U.S. death toll from the
COVID-19 pandemic has reached
500,000. The true number is surely higher,
making all of this too difficult to compre-
hend. We would do better imagining those
lost as individual human beings, a mother,
a father, a brother, a sister, a daughter, a
son, each connected to many others who
suffer the heartache of their passing. How
can we help those left behind cope with
their grief? How can we transform our own dismay
and fear into action?

First, we turn to God, our creator, the One
who is always with us, the One who inspires discov-
ery in those seeking preventives and treatments, the
One who stirs compassion in those who heal, teach
and feed their neighbors and the One who comforts
the bereaved by walking alongside them in silence to
bear their pain.

Yet, we need to complete our prayer with bold
action. So, let us do one thing each day in memory of
these pandemic victims. Call someone living in isola-
tion. Support and volunteer at organizations that feed
the hungry, shelter the homeless, protect the vulnera-
ble and visit the imprisoned. Honor these members of
our human family and the sacred dignity of all human
life by doing our part to break the back of this conta-
gion: wear a mask, keep your distance and avoid
gatherings. That is the least we can do. And, for
God’s sake and our own take the COVID vaccine to
protect your and everyone’s life.

Do not let a day go by without a prayer of re-
membrance for the millions across the globe already
lost, and a prayer of gratitude for your life, all the
while making a promise to live it with greater integrity
and honor.
