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FR ISMAEL’S THOUGHTS 
 
 Last week I had the opportunity to be at our Priests’ Convocation, four days to gather as the presbyterate of Chi-
cago. Every four years, we are given this time to reconnect with priests. The topic of this Priests’ Convocation was “One in 
Christ: A Light of Hope in a Hurting World.” Besides of having wonderful speakers such as Cardinal Wilton Gregory, it was 
a time to be renewed in prayer, reflection, and moments of joy, laughter, and friendship. I was so glad to be there among 
such wonderful priests.  
 Then, this Sunday we hear in the gospel a parable that gives a bad reputation for priests. Priests are supposed to 
be good, caring, and always willing to help others, but in today’s parable of the Good Samaritan, it seems that he is too 
busy, or too concerned with his own safety that he decided not to help the wounded man. I must confess that there were 
times when I have been like the priest of the story. In my almost two decades as priest, people have approached me ask-
ing for help, and sometimes I just have decided that I am too busy to help, or I have not been willing to assist because I do 
not trust people. Loving our neighbor is not just a matter of reaching out to help someone, it is a matter of how much you 
are willing to risk being hurt or letting someone use you or take advantage of you. I believe this is one of the most difficult 
lessons in today’s gospel.  
 We as priests are sinners and imperfect, but this should not be an excuse for our sinfulness, but rather, we need 
to look for opportunities to grow in holiness and give an example of discipleship. I have a long way to go. When the schol-
ar of the law replies to Jesus about the law, to inherit eternal life, he said about loving God and loving neighbor, something 
that always goes together. We cannot say that we love God if that is not manifested in the way we treat our neighbor, all of 
them: men and women, without consideration to how they live, what they think and what they believe. Loving all people all 
the time, even when sometimes we may not agree with their way of live means never to reject or hate anyone. 
 I know it is so easy to say it, but it is so difficult to live it. But if we really want to be true disciples of Jesus, it is not 
an option, it is one of the first requirements. And so, all of us need help in order to archive this. At the moment I was writ-
ing this article, we were celebrating Saint Maria Goretti, a young beautiful 11-year-old girl, who, in her short life, was able 
to show a great love for all people, even to the person who stabbed her to death, by forgiving him before she died. Her 
prayer life was so deep and strong that she was able to love so much. She knew and experienced the love of God in her 
life, and she was able to share it with people around her. If we follow her example, certainly we will be able to love God 
and express it as we help our neighbors. Then, one day, we will join Saint Maria Goretti and all the saints in heaven, en-
joying eternal life.

PENSAMIENTOS DE ISMAEL 
 La semana pasada tuve la oportunidad de estar en nuestra Convocatoria de Sacerdotes, cuatro días para re-
unirnos como presbiterio de Chicago. Este fue un momento que tenemos cada cuatro años para reconectarnos con los 
compañeros sacerdotes. El tema de esta Convocatoria de Sacerdotes fue “Uno en Cristo: Una Luz de Esperanza en un 
Mundo Herido”. Además de contar con maravillosos oradores como el cardenal Wilton Gregory, fue un momento para 
renovarse en la oración, la reflexión y momentos de alegría, risas y amistad. Fui muy afortunado de poder compartir entre 
sacerdotes tan extraordinarios.  
 Y ahora este domingo escuchamos en el evangelio una parábola que da mala reputación a los sacerdotes. Se 
supone que los sacerdotes somos buenos, cariñosos y siempre dispuestos a ayudar a los demás, pero en la parábola 
actual del Buen Samaritano quedamos mal, pues parece que está ocupado, o demasiado preocupado con su propia se-
guridad, que decidió no ayudar al hombre herido. Debo confesar que hubo momentos en los que he sido como el sacer-
dote de la historia. En mis casi dos décadas como sacerdote, la gente se ha acercado a mí pidiendo ayuda, y a veces 
simplemente he decidido que estoy demasiado ocupado para ayudar, o no he estado dispuesto a ayudar porque no 
confío en las personas. Amar a nuestro prójimo no es solo una cuestión de tender la mano para ayudar a alguien, es una 
cuestión de cuánto estamos dispuestos a arriesgarte a ser lastimado o dejar que alguien nos use o se aproveche de no-
sotros. Creo que esta es una de las lecciones más difíciles de aprender en el evangelio de hoy.  
 Nosotros, como sacerdotes, somos pecadores e imperfectos, pero esto no debe ser una excusa para nuestra 
pecaminosidad, sino oportunidades para crecer en santidad y dar un ejemplo de discipulado. Tengo un largo camino por 
recorrer. Cuando el doctor de la ley responde a Jesús sobre la ley para conseguir la vida eterna, dijo acerca de amar a 
Dios y amar al prójimo, algo que siempre va de la mano. No podemos decir que amamos a Dios si eso no se manifiesta 
en la forma en que tratamos a nuestro prójimo, a todos ellos: hombres y mujeres, sin tener en cuenta cómo viven, que 
piensan y creen. Amar a todas las personas todo el tiempo, incluso cuando a veces no estamos de acuerdo con sus for-
mas de vida: nunca odiar o rechazar a nadie.  
 Sé que es fácil decirlo, pero tan difícil vivirlo. Pero si realmente queremos ser verdaderamente discípulos de 
Jesús, no es una opción, es uno de los primeros requisitos, pero todos necesitamos ayuda para lograr esto. En el mo-
mento en que estaba escribiendo esta nota, estábamos celebrando a Santa María Goretti, una hermosa niña de 11 años, 
que, en su corta vida, pudo mostrar un gran amor por todas las personas, incluido a la persona que la apuñaló: per-
donándolo antes de que ella muriera. Su oración en vida fue tan profunda y fuerte que pudo amar tanto. Ella conocía y 
sentía el amor de Dios en su vida, que fue capaz de compartirlo con las personas que la rodeaban. Si seguimos su ejem-
plo, ciertamente podremos amar a Dios y expresarlo en nuestra ayuda a todos nuestros prójimos cuando necesiten 
ayuda, y entonces, nos uniremos a ella en el cielo, consiguiendo la vida eterna.
