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TWENTY FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

In 2001, four passenger airliners were deliberately flown into the NY twin towers, the Pentagon and a field in Penn-
sylvania by terrorists. Will we ever forget that tragic day and the suffering incurred by so many as a result of those fanat-
ical acts? They are a vivid reminder of how hatred and violence lead only to more hatred and violence.

Today’s first reading from the wisdom literature speaks powerfully and directly to the way many of us still feel. But
the reading does not agree with where we may be at. “Wrath and anger are hateful things, yet the sinner hugs them
tight.” We may not identify ourselves as sinners, but many of us Americans are holding tight to our anger and wrath; and
we feel very righteous about it too. When Sirach says, “Forgive your neighbor’s injustice,” we reply, “Are you kid-
ding?” The scriptural advice is that, if we expect to have our faults and sins forgiven, we must learn to forgive oth-
ers. “Could anyone nourish anger against another and expect healing from the Lord? Could anyone refuse mercy to an-
other like himself, can he seek pardon for his own sins?”

As if to emphasize the point even more strongly, in the Gospel, Jesus trumps Peter’s avowal that he will forgive his
brother seven times by demanding seventy-seven times forgiveness. Jesus proceeds to tell a parable of a man who was
forgiven a great debt and who then refused to forgive a much smaller debt to a fellow citizen. At the close of the parable,
no one is forgiving and no one is forgiven. It’s a disaster, all because one servant failed to extend pardon to another. God
forgives unconditionally. Do we really understand what unconditional forgiveness is? It means that, no matter what hap-
pens afterwards, in that moment, God forgives. On the other hand, when we mortals forgive someone for a slight, we
expect them to be grateful and we expect them to not commit that slight again. It’s all well and good to talk about for-
giveness in a theoretical way, but how do we forgive someone who is fanatically bent on destroying life, even my
life? That person probably scorns my forgiveness and sees it as weakness.

Can unconditional forgiveness be a weakness or is it the most courageous act of all? We recall Jesus saying as he
was nailed to the cross: “Father, forgive them; they know not what they do.” Who, but Jesus, could say something like
that? I certainly could not. Could you? And yet, if we are honest with ourselves, that is precisely what the Scriptures are
asking of us. This has been a difficult essay to write; I find my all too human need to avenge the wrongs done to us in
opposition to the Word of God which calls for forgiveness. I’d like to say, “Your will be done, Lord,” but honestly I'm
not there yet. Not yet, maybe some day, but not without a great deal of God’s forgiving grace.

En el 2001, terroristas chocaron cuatro aviones de pasajeros contra las torres gemelas de Nueva York, el Pentagono
y un campo en Pensilvania. ;Olvidaremos alguna vez ese tragico dia y el sufrimiento de tantos como resultado de esos
actos fanaticos? Son un recordatorio tragico de como el odio y la violencia s6lo conducen a mas odio y violencia.

La primera lectura de hoy de literatura sabia habla poderosa y directamente sobre de la forma en que muchos de no-
sotros todavia nos sentimos. Pero la lectura no esta de acuerdo con donde podemos estar. “Cosas abominables son el
rencor y la colera; sin embargo, el pecador se aferra a ellas.” Puede que no nos identifiquemos como pecadores, pero
muchos de nosotros los estadounidenses nos aferramos a nuestro rencor y colera. Y nos sentimos justificados sobre
eso. Cuando Siracides dice: "Perdona la ofensa de tu projimo", nosotros respondemos: "¢ En serio?" El consejo de las
Escrituras es que, si esperamos que se nos perdonen nuestras faltas y pecados, debemos aprender a perdonar a los de-
mas. “Si un hombre le guarda rencor a otro, ;le puede acaso pedir la salud al Sefior? El que no tiene compasion de un
semejante, jcomo le pide perdon de sus pecados?

Y para reafirmar este punto, en el Evangelio, Jestis va mas alla que la idea de Pedro de que perdonara a su hermano
siete veces exigiendo el perdon setenta veces siete. Jesus procede a contar una parabola de un hombre a quien se le per-
dono una gran deuda y que luego se negd a perdonar una deuda mucho menor con un companero. Al final de la parabola,
nadie perdona y nadie es perdonado. Es un desastre, todo porque un sirviente no extendid el perdon a otro. Dios perdona
incondicionalmente. ;Realmente entendemos lo que es el perdon incondicional? Significa que, no importa lo que suceda
después, en ese momento Dios perdona. Por otra parte, cuando perdonamos a alguien por una falta, esperamos que estén
agradecidos y que no vuelvan a cometer esa falta. Estd muy bien hablar sobre el perdon de una manera tedrica, pero
(,como perdonamos a alguien que estd empefiado en destruir la vida, incluso mi propia vida? Esa persona probablemente
desprecia mi perdon y lo ve como debilidad.

(Puede el perdon incondicional ser una debilidad o es el acto mas valiente de todos? Recordamos a Jesus diciendo
mientras era clavado en la cruz: "Padre, perdonalos porque no saben lo que hacen”. [ Quién, sino Jesus, podria decir
algo asi? Ciertamente yo no podria. ;Podrias tu hacerlo? Sin embargo, siendo honestos con nosotros mismos, €so es
exactamente lo que las Escrituras nos estan pidiendo. Este ha sido un ensayo dificil de escribir; me siento demasiado hu-
mano para querer vengar los males que nos han hecho totalmente opuesto a la Palabra de Dios que pide perdon. Me gus-
taria decir: "Hagase tu voluntad, Sefior", pero honestamente todavia no lo puedo hacer. Todavia no, quiza algtin dia, pero
no sin la ayuda de la gracia de Dios.
