Reflection: Third Sunday of Lent

The First Reading for the Third Sunday of Lent
(Exodus 17:3-7) finds God telling Moses to bring forth water
from the rock. The Responsorial Psalm (Psalm 95:1-2,6-9)
encourages us to sing joyfully in the presence of the Lord.
The Second Reading (Roman 5:1-2,5-8) finds St. Paul remind-
ing us that Christ died for us while we were still sinners. The
Gospel (John 4:5-42) tells of the encounter between Jesus
and the Samaritan woman at the well.

The significance of the encounter between Jesus and
the Samaritan woman has many levels. The first is personal:
The woman is converted to believing that Jesus is the Messi-
ah because He knows her sin but speaks with her just the
same. The second is social: Having come to know Jesus as
the Messiah, the Samaritan woman becomes an evangelist to
her own people. The third level of the story is educational:
Jesus uses His encounter with the Samaritan woman to teach
his disciples that God’s mercy is without limit. As we live out
this week, may we draw from the limitless mercy of God!

Reflexion: Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma

La Primera Lectura del Tercer Domingo de Cuaresma (Exodo
17:3-7) encuentra a Dios diciéndole a Moisés que saque agua de
la roca. ElI Salmo Responsorial (Salmo 95:1-2,6-9) nos anima a
cantar con alegria en la presencia del Sefior. La Segunda Lec-
tura (Romanos 5:1-2,5-8) encuentra a San Pablo recordandonos
que Cristo murié por nosotros cuando aun éramos pecadores. El
Evangelio (Juan 4, 5-42) narra el encuentro entre Jesus y la mu-
jer samaritana junto al pozo.

El significado del encuentro entre Jesus y la mujer samaritana
tiene muchos niveles. La primera es personal: La mujer se con-
vierte a creer que Jesus es el Mesias porque El conoce su pe-
cado pero habla con ella igual. El segundo es social: Habiendo
llegado a conocer a Jesus como el Mesias, la mujer samaritana
se convierte en evangelizadora de su propio pueblo. El tercer
nivel de la historia es educativo: Jesus utiliza su encuentro con la
mujer samaritana para ensefar a sus discipulos que la miseri-
cordia de Dios no tiene limites. Mientras vivimos esta semana,
jque podamos aprovechar la misericordia ilimitada de Dios!
