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God i with Us!
Paster's Column

On Divine Mercy Sunday, we celebrate the deep love of God for us. Jesus’ action
of washing our feet and feeding us on Holy Thursday is expression of his mercy for us.
His death on the cross and Holy Friday frees us from sin and death. He rose from the
dead to give us this victory. Everyone who comes to Christ needs to be cleaned by him,
needs to be fed by him, needs to be raised by him. We are here today because of his
mercy. It is only those who experienced and received God Mercy have inner peace that
frees them for the mission. We give what we have received.

Today’s readings capture the wonder and joy of the early church as they celebrate
the new life they have found in the risen Lord. The first two readings go hand in hand
describing the experience of early church. The first three words of the first reading are
key: “They devoted themselves”. Members of the early church were nothing if not de-
voted. They devoted themselves to learning from the apostles, to living communally
with other Christians, to prayer, to worship, and to the Eucharist. They also devoted
themselves to making sure that everything they had was divided equitably among them
so that no one was in need, to meeting together to share and strengthen their faith, to
eating together as Jesus had with the apostles, and to growing in number. The second
reading hints at the persecution they faced. They were able to endure the trials they suf-
fered because of their faith.

Jesus returned to his disciples in a glorified body, but his body still had the
wounds from the cross: wounds that could be seen, felt, and probed. Wounds remain on
the Body of Christ still. These are real wounds that are visible and palpable. These are
wounds that still need healing. Pope Francis famously described the Church as a field
hospital, where the wounded and ill are treated and restored to health. We are called to
do this. We are called to heal the wounds of the body of Christ. The risen Lord gifts the
apostles with the Holy Spirit and the power to forgive sins in his name.

Personally, I know my faults. I know my sins and the Devil reminds me of them.
My deep love for Jesus is for he loved me even when I did not love myself. Only God
could cleanse me and entrust me with his church. God is merciful! I know that! Jesus
continues to free me and clean my feet so I can do the same to others. Friends, this is
only possibly by fully submitting to his will like he did. It is only possible if we have re-
ceived Jesus’s own mercy and learn from him.

El Domingo de la Divina Misericordia celebramos el profundo amor de Dios por
nosotros. El acto de Jesus de lavarnos los pies y alimentarnos el Jueves Santo es
expresion de su misericordia. Su muerte en la cruz y el Viernes Santo nos liberaron del
pecado y la muerte. Resucito de entre los muertos para darnos esta victoria. Todo
aquel que se acerca a Cristo necesita ser purificado, alimentado y resucitado por €l.

Las lecturas de hoy capturan el asombro y la alegria de la iglesia primitiva al cele-
brar la nueva vida que encontraron en el Sefor resucitado. Las dos primeras lecturas se
complementan al describir la experiencia de la iglesia primitiva. Las tres primeras pala-
bras de la primera lectura son clave: «Se consagraron». Los miembros de la iglesia pri-
mitiva eran sumamente consagrados. Se consagraron a aprender de los apostoles, a vivir
en comunidad con otros cristianos, a la oracion, al culto y a la Eucaristia. También se
dedicaron a asegurarse de que todo lo que tenian se repartiera equitativamente entre
ellos para que nadie pasara necesidad, a reunirse para compartir y fortalecer su fe, a co-
mer juntos como Jesus lo hizo con los apostoles y a crecer en numero. La segunda lectu-
ra alude a la persecucion que enfrentaron. Pudieron soportar las pruebas que sufrieron
gracias a su fe.

Jesus regreso a sus discipulos en un cuerpo glorificado, pero su cuerpo aun tenia
las heridas de la cruz, heridas que se podian ver, sentir y palpar. Las heridas permanecen
en el Cuerpo de Cristo. Son heridas reales, visibles y palpables. Son heridas que alin

necesitan sanacion. El Papa Francisco describi6 a la Iglesia como un hospital de
campana, donde los heridos y enfermos son atendidos y restaurados. Estamos llamados
a hacer esto. Estamos llamados a sanar las heridas del cuerpo de Cristo. El Sefior resuci-
tado les da a los apostoles el Espiritu Santo y el poder de perdonar los pecados en su
nombre.

Personalmente, conozco mis faltas. Conozco mis pecados y el diablo me los re-
cuerda. Mi profundo amor por Jests se debe a que me amo incluso cuando yo no me
amaba a mi mismo. Solo Dios podia limpiarme y confiarme su iglesia. jDios es miseri-
cordioso! jLo sé! Jesus contintia liberandome y limpiando mis pies para que yo pueda
hacer lo mismo con los deméas. Amigos, esto solo es posible sometiéndonos completa-
mente a su voluntad, como ¢l lo hizo. Solo es posible si hemos recibido la misericordia
de Jesus y aprendemos de ¢€l.

f) In 1935, St. Faustina received a vision of an angel sent by God to chastise a certain city. She
| began to pray for mercy, but her prayers were powerless. Suddenly, she saw the Holy Trinity
and began pleading with God for mercy with words she heard interiorly. As she continued
| saying this inspired prayer, the angel became helpless and could not carry out the deserved
punishment. The next day, she heard this interior voice instructing her on how to recite the
prayer that our Lord later called the “Chaplet.” Encourage souls to say the Chaplet which I
have given you... Whoever will recite it will receive great mercy at the hour of death... When
4 they say this chaplet in the presence of the dying, I will stand between My Father and the
dying person, not as the just Judge but as the merciful Savior... Through the Chaplet, you
% will obtain everything, if what you ask for is compatible with My will. The Divine Mercy
Chaplet (Prayed on Rosary Beads) Our Father...Hail Mary...The Apostles’ Creed (On large
Rosary Beads:) Eternal Father, I offer You the Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity of Your dearly beloved Son,
Our Lord Jesus Christ, in atonement for our sins and those of the whole world. (On ten small Rosary Beads:) For
the sake of His sorrowful passion, have mercy on us and on the whole world. (Conclude with:) Holy God, Holy
Mighty One, Holy Immortal One, have mercy on us and on the whole world. (three times)
