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FR. ISMAEL’S THOUGHTS

During the pandemic, there was a lot of controversy in many Catholic parishes around the world about receiving
Holy Communion in the hands. In many countries, like Mexico, it was never an option to receive it in that way. But in
the U.S., most of the dioceses allow it as an option since the late 1960’s. Some people still think that it is not proper that
lay people may receive the Sacred Host in their hands. Even some priests on YouTube or other social media were saying
that it was even a sacrilege to do it.

Certainly, we must recognize that what we receive is not just blessed bread, but the same Son of God, the second
person of the Most Holy Trinity, Jesus Christ, our Lord. We need to prepare properly to receive Holy Communion, but it
is more than just a physical preparation, it is spiritual. The requirements to receive Holy Communion are two: not hav-
ing mortal sins, that is, to be in a state of grace, and to observe the Eucharistic fast: “to abstain from any food or drink,
with exception only of water and medicine, for at least the period of one hour before Holy Communion” (CIC 919).

When people argue about the worthiness of lay people to receive the Eucharist in their hands, I always try to think
about how Jesus would feel about the hands of Saint Joseph, his adoptive father. He was a carpenter and I bet his hands
were not soft like the Blessed Virgen Mary. He was working every day with his hands to provide for his family: Jesus
and Mary. Would Jesus refuse to be embraced by him with his calloused hands? Would he say to him: “Do not hold me
because your hands are not clean?” [ would say that He would be more than happy to be hugged by him and hold his
hand as he was walking by him.

Jesus loves us so much that He wants to be held by us. Of course, we need to be careful about the small particles
of consecrated host that may break from it, because in them, Jesus is completely present, even in the smallest crumb.
And we must receive Jesus with devotion and respect, but about all, with love.

Let us focus more on how our souls are to receive Him under the appearance of bread and wine, and less in con-
templating if our hands are worthy or not to touch Him. The Conference of US Bishops have approved receiving Him
either in our mouths or hands. May we really prepare to be in the state of grace for Holy Communion and be sharing in
his grace as we increase our union with Him. As Pope Francis said in his Apostolic Exhortation Evangelii Gaudium, the
Eucharist “is not a prize for the perfect but a powerful medicine and nourishment for the weak.”

PENSAMIENTOS DEL P. ISMAEL

Durante la pandemia hubo mucha controversia en muchas parroquias catolicas en el mundo sobre recibir la Sa-
grada Comunién en las manos. En muchos paises, como México, nunca fue una opcion recibirlo de esa manera. Pero en
los Estados Unidos, la mayoria de las didcesis lo permiten como una opcion desde finales de la década de los 60’s. Al-
gunas personas todavia piensan que no es apropiado que los laicos reciban la Hostia Consagrada en sus manos. Incluso
algunos sacerdotes en YouTube y otros medios decian que era un sacrilegio hacerlo.

Ciertamente, debemos reconocer que lo que recibimos no es s6lo pan bendito, sino el mismo Hijo de Dios, la se-
gunda persona de la Santisima Trinidad, Jesucristo, nuestro Sefior. Necesitamos prepararnos adecuadamente para reci-
birlo, pero no es solo una preparacion fisica, sino mas bien espiritual. Los requisitos para recibir la Sagrada Comunion
son dos: no tener pecados mortales, es decir, estar en estado de gracia, y observar el ayuno eucaristico: "abstenerse de
cualquier alimento o bebida, con excepcion de agua y medicina, durante al menos el periodo de una hora antes de la Sa-
grada Comunion" (CIC 919).

Cuando la gente discute sobre la dignidad de los laicos para recibir la Eucaristia en sus manos, siempre trato de
pensar en como se sentiria Jests en las manos de San José, su padre adoptivo. Era carpintero y apuesto a que sus manos
no eran suaves y delicadas como las de la Virgen Maria. San José trabajaba todos los dias con sus manos para mantener
a su familia. ;Se negaria Jesus a que lo abrazara con sus manos callosas? ;Le dirfa: no me abraces porque tus manos no
estan limpias? Yo diria que El estaria muy feliz de ser abrazado por él y agarrarlo de la mano mientras caminaban jun-
tos.

Jestis nos ama tanto que quiere ser sostenido por nosotros. Por supuesto, debemos tener cuidado con las pequenas
particulas de hostia consagrada que pueden separarse de ella, porque atn en ellas Jests esta completamente presente,
incluso en la migaja mas pequena. Y debemos recibirlo con devocion y respeto, pero, sobre todo, con amor.

Enfoquémonos mas en como estan nuestras almas para recibirlo bajo la apariencia de pan y vino, y menos en pen-
sar si nuestras manos son dignas o no de tocarlo. La Conferencia de Obispos de los Estados Unidos ha aprobado recibir
la Sagrada Comunion ya sea en la boca o en las manos. Que realmente nos preparemos para estar en estado de gracia
para la comulgar y compartir su gracia y aumentar nuestra unién con El. Como dijo el Papa Francisco en su Exhortacion
Apostolica Evangelii Gaudium, la Eucaristia "no es un premio para los perfectos sino un generoso remedio y un alimen-
to para los débiles".

The Solemnity of the Most Sacred Heart of Jesus - June
16, 2023

Devotion to the Sacred Heart of Jesus goes back to
the 11th century when it was a private devotion. It took the
visions of St. Margaret Mary Alacoque (1647-1690) for the
devotion to become added to the universal church calendar.
In all of the visions in which Jesus appeared to St. Margaret
Mary, the Sacred Heart of Jesus played a central role. The
“great Apparition” which took place on June 16, 1675, found
Christ asking St. Margaret Mary to request that the Feast of
the Sacred Heart be celebrated 19 days after Pentecost Sun-
day, in reparation for the ingratitude of mankind for the sacri-
fice that Christ has made for them. The Sacred Heart of Je-
sus represents not simply His physical Heart but His love for
all mankind.

The Solemnity of the Sacred Heart of Jesus is ob-
served on Friday, June 16. In honor of this Solemnity, a 7 pm
bilingual Mass will be celebrated in our church. After the
Mass, fellowship will take place. Everyone is welcome!
Throughout this week, you are invited to pray the following
prayer to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.
